suradnji sa Znanstvenim centrom izvrsnosti
za integrativnu bioetiku, Hrvatskim bioetic-
kim drustvom, Centrom za integrativnu
bioetiku Filozofskog fakulteta Sveucilista
u Splitu i Centrom za integrativnu bioetiku
Filozofskog fakulteta Sveucilista sv. Cirila i
Metoda u Skopju — organizirale su druge po
redu Osjecke dane bioetike, zamisljene kao
redovito godisnje okupljanje znanstvenika
i znanstvenica, novinara i novinarki te akti-
vista i aktivistica koji se bave bioeticCkom
problematikom, prije svega iz Hrvatske i
susjednih zemalja, ali i iz drugih europskih i
svjetskih zemalja.

Encouraged by the success of the /st
Osijek Days of Bioethics, held in Osijek on
7 and 8 November 2017, three components
of the Josip Juraj Strossmayer University
of Osijek (Centre for Integrative Bioethics,
Faculty of Education, Faculty of Medicine)
— in cooperation with the Centre of Excel-
lence for Integrative Bioethics, Croatian
Bioethics Society, Centre for Integrative
Bioethics, Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences, University of Split, and Centre
for Integrative Bioethics, Faculty of Phi-
losophy, Ss. Cyril and Methodius Univer-
sity of Skopje — organised the 2nd Osijek
Days of Bioethics, conceived as a regular
annual gathering of scientists, journalists,
and activists dealing with bioethical issues,
primarily from Croatia and neighbouring
countries, but also from other European and
world countries.

Since they are based on the concept
of integrative bioethics (which implies

The paper will present Zivobran (1894—1904), a journal/magazine of the
Croatian Association for the Protection of Animals, and explore its contribu-
tion to the development of social awareness on natural, cultural and ethical
values of animal species with special reference to their educational role in
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the promotion of animal rights among Croatian school population at the turn
from the 19th to the 20th century. Namely, in cooperation with school institu-
tions, the magazine of the Croatian Association for the Protection of Animals
directly affected the formation of students’ thinking, standpoints and relations
toward the animal world. From the linguistic point of view, the paper will
analyse the representation of proverbs and sayings with animalistic constitu-
ents in Zivobran in the context of zoonymic phraseology. The research corpus
encompasses texts published in Zivobran, a journal/magazine of the Croatian
Association for the Protection of Animals, in the period from 1894 to 1904.
The paper is a contribution to the research of Croatian cultural zoology and
zoolinguistics.

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LEXICOLOGICAL CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE PRESERVATION
OF SLAVONIAN TRADITIONAL LANGUAGE CULTURE

The paper will point to the lexicological significance of the most arduous
speeches of Slavonian dialect, in particular the lexicological offerings of the
two protected Slavonian dialectical speeches: the Sice speech and the Stari
Perkovci speech. Dialectology and lexicology as two scientific linguistic dis-
ciplines give the basis for studying traditional language culture as a non-mate-
rial cultural heritage of one nation, in this case the Croatian people. Through
the preservation of traditional lexicals, the traditional values of the people that
speak with the studied dialect are preserved, one is better acquainted with its
significance and the identity and belonging to a single space, region, and state
is clearly defined. In understanding the relationship between standard language
as a language of compromise and dialect as a language spontancously gener-
ated in the people, which is why we can call it “folk language”, we come to
the “philosophical question” of which came first: the chicken or the egg? The
paper will point to the importance of the etymological description of the writ-
ten lexemes in their time continuum.

U namjeri da se poboljSaju uvjeti za dobrobit zivotinja u laboratorijima, svijet
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je prozvao nezaobilaznu patnju ili nelagodu koja se pokusava suzbiti koliko je
to moguce. Globalno, kroz zakonodavstvo, razlikuje se nekoliko vidova pat-
nje: blaga, umjerena, teska i nepovratna, koja nije bolna. Podjela je utemeljena
na tri nacela: smanjenje broja zZivotinja, zamjena zivih zivotinja organima ve¢
mrtvih zivotinja, leSevima ili zamjenskom metodom, te metoda poboljsanja,
odnosno zamjena pokusa na zivotinji tehnickim dostignué¢ima organskih po-
kusa.

WELFARE OF LABORATORY ANIMALS

Laboratory animals are essential means of biomedical research in the ca-
pacity of gaining clear and applicable insight of processes such as develop-
ment, aging, diseases, the environment, and healthy and quality life. In order
to evaluate welfare of a certain animal, the animal must be healthy. Assess-
ing welfare, we can follow the expression of preference. Anthropomorphising
something that is not human is harmful for both parties. Ethology is engaged
with innate animal behaviour, inherited, zoologically expected, evolutionary
founded. Forms of behaviour by observing “in situ” or observing and placing
the animal in different controlled situations by induced or some external form
of constricted state are measured by behaviourists. In order to enhance labora-
tory animal welfare, the world addressed unavoidable suffering or discomfort
that it is trying to reduce as much as possible. Globally, through legislation,
suffering is divided into mild, moderate, severe and non-recovery, not neces-
sarily involving pain. The division is based on three principles: reduction of
the number of animals, replacement of living animals by the organs of already
dead animals, corpses or substitution method, and the method of improvement,
i.e. replacing animal experiments with the technical achievements of organic
experiments.

no o€instvo. Rezultati istrazivanja medu 290 ucenika iz deset osnovnih $kola
Osjecko-baranjske Zupanije pokazali su da ucenici iz grada te nizih razreda
procjenjuju oeve u vecoj mjeri ukljuéenima u odgoj, brigu o njima, kuc¢anstvu
te oCeve viseg obrazovnog statusa percipiraju ukljucenijima u obiteljski zZivot.
dok djeca koja zive u urbanim sredinama procjenjuju oceve u vecoj mjeri au-
toritativnijima od djece koja zive u ruralnim sredinama, a djeca iz ruralnih sre-
uodila u percepciji o¢eva kao autoritarnih s obzirom na sastav kucanstva te stu-
panj obrazovanja oca, odnosno §to su obrazovaniji, ¢eS¢e imaju autoritativniji
stil odgajanja. Utvrdena je povezanost ¢esce ukljucenosti oceva u obiteljski
zivot s autoritativnim odgojnim stilom oceva.

ACTIVE FATHERHOOD FROM STUDENTS’ PERSPECTIVE

The active involvement of fathers in the child’s upbringing affects the
overall growth and development of the child, and father’s style of education
conditions the direction of the influence on individual aspects of the child’s
life. In order to achieve a more equal position of men and women in society, it
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is necessary to raise public awareness of the importance of the gender role of
the father, the desirable style of education and inclusion in all aspects of family
life. The project of the NGO “Osijek Children’s Creative House - DOKKICA”
Dad Matters, too sets a positive example of a contribution to community which
promoted gender equality and active fatherhood. Research results conducted
on 290 pupils from ten primary schools of the Osijek-Baranja County showed
that the students from the city and the lower grades claimed that their fathers
were more involved in upbringing, care, household chores, and the fathers of
higher educational status were perceived as more involved in family life. Girls
assessed their fathers as more indulgent compared to male children, children
living in urban environments assessed their fathers as more authoritative than
children living in rural environments, while children from rural surroundings
assessed their fathers to be more indulging. A statistically significant differ-
ence was observed in the perception of fathers as authority figures regarding
the household composition and the degree of the father’s education, that is, the
more educated ones more often have a more authoritative style of education.
The connection between the involvement of fathers in family life and the fa-
thers’ authoritative educational style has been confirmed.

By addressing the inadequate representation of
moral education within the national education system, the issues of responsi-
bility, relativism and competence for the development of moral character of
teachers and students will be considered. Conclusions will imply possible out-
comes as well as problems that need to be addressed. Their resolution can, in
essence, affect the development of the moral consciousness of an individual as
well as society itself, and thus determine dispositions to face the ethical and
bioethical problems of today.

THE ROLE OF PHILOSOPHY AND ETHICS
IN THE ERA OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE

The accelerated technological development in the field of information
technologies has brought us in a new era, which will be mostly represented
by artificial intelligence. This development has been followed mainly by the
various dystopic pictures where artificial intelligence will not only enslave
humans but will conquer the entire world. Most people would agree, taught by
the history of bioethics, that this dystopic representation does not contribute to
anything, but actually in some way it may become even counterproductive and
create a divide between the society and social values, and the ones that develop
this technology. This is not the case with artificial intelligence, because it has
stimulated human to rethink and pursue his own identity, belonging and moral
values. Therefore, the challenges coming with artificial intelligence question
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what it means to be human, and what his held moral values are. The society
becomes aware that the answer to this question can only be found in philoso-
phy and ethics, giving them explicit attention by mentioning them as the most
important skills of the fourth industrial revolution.

Program i
dijelovi programa provodili su se u desetak zemalja Europe i u Juznoj Koreji.

U radionici » Anuska, sredozemna medvjedica« kroz dobro usmjerena pi-
tanja djeca reflektiraju o svome odnosu prema prirodi, naro¢ito moru, obali i
morskim zivim bi¢ima. Kroz sokratski dijalog djeca promisljaju i raspravljaju
o zagadenju okolisa te svome odnosu prema zivotinjama i okolisu. Nakon ra-
dionice bit ¢e prikazana dva europska projekta koja su na razli¢ite na¢ine po-
vezana s bioetickom problematikom. Prvi je projekt Bioethical Education and
Attitude Guidance for Living Environment — BEAGLE (Erasmus Plus KA2), u
kojem se planiraju kreirati edukativni materijali i kurikulum za rano bioeticko
obrazovanje. Drugi je projekt Historical Castle Parks — HICAPS i financiran je
iz programa Interreg Central Europe. U H/ICAPS-u su, medu ostalim, kreirane
radionice/staze koje ¢e biti implementirane u osam parkova u Italiji, Hrvatskoj,
Sloveniji i Poljskoj, ¢ime ¢e se pokusati pobuditi senzibilitet prema prirodi.

“ANUSKA, THE MEDITERRANEAN MONK SEAL”
WORKSHOP

The “Anuska, the Mediterranean Monk Seal” workshop is part of the pro-
gram A Look at One'’s Own Thinking. The Croatian NGO “Petit Philosophy” is
implementing this program in schools since 2008. In 2010, this program won
the second place for a creative and innovative education program at the Annual
Days of Creativity and Innovation, organised by the Croatian NGO “Mrak”. In
2011, A Look at One’s Own Thinking won the “Join!” award for contributing
to a positive social change. The program and parts of the program were con-
ducted in a dozen countries of Europe and in South Korea.

In the “Anuska, the Mediterranean Monk Seal” workshop children reflect
upon their relationship with nature, especially the sea, the coast and the ma-
rine living beings. Through Socratic dialogue, children are considering and
discussing environmental pollution, their relationship with animals and the en-
vironment. After the workshop, two European projects will be presented. Both
projects are related to bioethical issues. The first project is Bioethical Educa-
tion and Attitude Guidance for the Living Environment — BEAGLE (Erasmus
Plus KA2), which is designed to create educational materials and a curriculum
for early bioethical education. The other project, funded by the Interreg Central
Europe program, is Historical Castle Parks — HICAPS. In HICAPS, among
others, workshops/paths were created, which will be implemented in eight
parks in Italy, Croatia, Slovenia, and Poland, with the main aim of stimulating
sensibility towards nature.

Danas je bioetika vrlo vazno i kompleksno polje promisljanja i djelova-
nja. Snazno kucajuéi na nasa vrata, mnogi problemi povezani sa zdravljem,
zagadenje okolisa, nasilje, sukobi, ljudska indolencija, kriminalna djela te losa
ponasanja raznih vrsta dovode u pitanje opstanak covjecanstva.

POSSIBILITY OF IMPLEMENTING (BIO)ETHICAL EDUCATION
IN SECONDARY SCHOOLS AND FACULTIES IN MACEDONIA

Today bioethics is a very important and complex field of thinking and ac-
tivity. Knocking strong on our doors, many problems of health, environmental
pollution, violence, conflicts, human indolence, criminal deeds, as well as bad
behaviours of different kinds, come to the core of humankind. All these prob-
lems require a serious and rapid human action. That is why it is very important
to introduce bioethical education to all people.

This paper is dealing with the issue of implementing ethical and bioethi-
cal education in the Macedonian school system. It offers a brief review of the
activities in this field so far, and it attempts to contextualize some theoretical
approaches for ethical and bioethical education. The main thesis is that at the
basic level ethical and bioethical education should be organised as moral edu-
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cation, but at the level of secondary school and faculty teaching, the approach
should be through critical thinking as the most appropriate for that age.

ODGOJNA ULOGA PEDAGOSKE RADIONICE

U posljednjih dvadesetak godina pedagogija neprestano upozorava na kri-
zu odgoja, ali i naruseni sustav vrijednosti koji je sve prisutniji medu mladima
koje smatramo budu¢im nositeljima nasega drustva. Velika ocekivanja stavlje-
na su na odgojno-obrazovne institucije samim time §to mladi ljudi sve vise vre-
mena borave u njima (izravno i/ili neizravno putem suvremenih online-alata
1 online-nastave) pa uloga navedenih institucija u ve¢oj mjeri nego prije treba
biti usmjerena odgajanju, a ne samo obrazovanju. Suvremenome je ¢ovjeku,
viSe nego ikada, potreban povratak eti¢nosti te novim starim vrijednostima
medu kojima je odgoj primaran (Vukasovié, 2003).

Ukoliko odgoj shvatimo kao proces koji pomaze samoaktualizaciji, a
samoaktualizaciju dozivljavamo kao proces koji se dogada na vrhuncu nasih
sposobnosti, vidljivo je kolika se uloga, u tom kontekstu, pridaje kreativnosti.
UnosSenjem kreativnih aktivnosti u nastavu unapredujemo nastavni proces te
omoguéujemo studentima usvajanje pozeljnih vrijednosti koje utje¢u na od-
g0j (Dubovicki, 2016). Promatrajuci ovu problematiku kroz nastavni proces,
bilo nam je vazno istraziti doprinosi li pedagoska radionica poticanju odgojne
funkcije nastave. Pedagosku smo radionicu izdvojili iz ostalih socijalnih obli-
ka iz tog razloga $to sudjelovanje u njoj podjednako utjeCe na osjetilne, emo-
cionalne i moralne funkcije svih sudionika nastavnoga procesa (a ne samo na
intelektualne), koje su nam bile vazne za istrazivanje odgojne uloge.

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THE UPBRINGING ROLE OF THE PEDAGOGY WORKSHOP

Over the last twenty years, pedagogy has constantly been warning us of
the crisis of education, but also of the disrupted value system that is increasing-
ly present among the young people considered to be the future bearers of our
society. There are great expectations of educational institutions since young
people spend more and more time in those institutions (directly and/or indi-
rectly through modern online tools and online teaching), so the role of these
institutions needs to be focused more on upbringing, not just on education. The
modern man needs, more than ever, the return of ethics and new old values,
among which upbringing is of primary concern (Vukasovi¢, 2003).

If we understand upbringing as a process that helps self-actualization,
and self-actualization is perceived as a process that takes place at the peak of
our abilities, it is apparent how significant a role, in that context, is given to
creativity. By introducing creative activities in teaching, we are improving the
teaching process and allowing students to adopt desirable values that affect
their upbringing (Dubovicki, 2016). By looking at this issue through the teach-
ing process, it was important to investigate whether the pedagogy workshop
contributes to encouraging the upbringing function of teaching. We have dis-
tinguished the pedagogy workshop from other social forms because participa-
tion in it equally affects the sensory, emotional and moral functions of all the
participants in the teaching process (and not just intellectual ones) that were
important in the research of the role of upbringing.

TECHNOLOGICAL PATCH FOR INCAPACITY OF
UPBRINGING AND EDUCATION SYSTEM TO WORK WITHIN
CRITICAL DEVELOPMENT PERIODS FOR HUMAN BRAIN

How much the environment, rather than the genes, determines the out-
come of education proves the discovery of the “critical period” phenomenon
in which a particular type of stimulation should emerge in order to develop
the proper behaviour. Speech development has well-known developmental
frameworks for adopting phoneme, grammar, semantics and vocabulary. A
child spontaneously masters the mother tongue up to the age of eight, while
without exposure to language up to the age of ten, development is absent.
Adopting another language after the critical period leads to typical distortions.
On the contrary, if the other language is mastered before the end of the criti-
cal period and from a native speaker, it will be as fluent as the mother tongue.
Genetically, we all have the ability to master multiple languages, but the lack
of understanding of the development constraint prevents the development of
individual potentials.

An additional aggravating circumstance is the statistical nature of learning
—the number of correct repetitions. That is why there is a shortage of dedicated
teachers who master the skills they teach. Modern technology and open-source
culture strive to resolve this.

In the pursuit of the ideal of a perfect life, firstly we need to work system-
atically on our personal development. This development is achievable through
improving yourself and education. Contemporary reflections confront us with
a crisis of education. In which context is this crisis manifested, is it on a per-
sonal or social level, or is it an issue which is mutual and interdependent? The
consequence is the contemporary phrase “the quality of life”, which is consid-
ered as the subjective indicator of satisfaction and dissatisfaction in the life of
an individual in evaluating success in achieving personal needs. In this paper,
therefore, we will attempt to present the ideal of a perfect life by interpreting
the virtues in the work of Marcus Aurelius or — as the Stoics called it — the sci-
ence on an honest life, therefore achieving the positive subjective evaluation
of the quality of life, i.e. satisfaction.

KNOWLEDGE AND MORALITY
IN BIOETHICAL EDUCATION AND UPBRINGING

What is the relationship between knowledge and morality? Does getting
acquainted with the facts and understanding the problems necessarily lead to
the right actions? Is moral virtue necessarily an attribute of a good scientist
and a theoretically and practically wise man? What do knowledge and morality
actually mean? These are the questions that have occupied philosophy since
the beginnings of systematic thinking and discussion on moral issues under the
title of ethics. Similar questions are also emerging in the discussions on educa-
tion and upbringing, for instance: Is education necessarily directed towards
upbringing, or more generally, to what extent does the theoretical determine
and should determine the practical? With the growth of knowledge in terms of
quantity, complexity and acceleration of its production, as well as with the new
moral imperatives articulated primarily by bioethics, the old questions on the
relationship between knowledge and morality are being posed in a new way, so
that classical theories and authors can no longer be a sole foothold for giving
the proper answers.

The process of spreading scientific and technical achievements is an an-
thropological phenomenon that is difficult to stop, because this is, as it were,
the ontological determinant of the modern man. Societies, especially over the
past two centuries, have been facing the challenging task of balancing between
the scientific freedom of research and the preservation of social norms and
values. The author is of the opinion that the existing predominantly heterono-
mous constraints, although necessary, are not sufficient if the scientists them-
selves do not develop awareness that they should follow general humanistic
moral principles and principles of scientific criticality. Finally, in the ambiva-
lent period of strengthening the social and technical-technological effects of
science, it is necessary to bioethically codify the issue of social responsibility
of scientists, which due to its adequate internalisation should be an integral
part of their upbringing and education from the earliest days.

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FILANTROKAPITALIZAM —
ODGOJ I OBRAZOVANIJE PO MJERI BILLA GATESA

Neoliberalna mantra o drzavi kao loSem gospodaru u upravljanju javnim
sustavima poput zdravstva i Skolstva, te sustavno smanjivanje njihova financi-
ranja, dovodi do toga da velike dobrotvorne organizacije zamjenjuju drzavne
institucije kao pruzatelje socijalnih usluga. Zbog svoje veli¢ine, financijske
moc¢i i politickog utjecaja filantrokapitalisti poput Billa Gatesa uspje$no na-
meéu svoju viziju rjeSenja globalnih problema, pri ¢emu naglasak stavljaju
na saniranje posljedica, a ne na uklanjanje uzroka. Ovo je posebno vidljivo u
kreiranju obrazovne politike SAD-a. Namece se vizija obrazovanja za trziste,
kroz postupnu privatizaciju obrazovnog sustava uvodenjem vaucera i Carter-
Skola. Drustvene i humanisticke znanosti postupno nestaju iz obrazovnih ku-
rikuluma jer predstavljaju smetnju u odgoju i obrazovanju buducih narastaja
poslusnih radnika i bezumnih potrosaca. Stoga je nuzno u fokus bioetickih
rasprava ukljuciti i djelovanje filantrokapitalista poput Billa Gatesa. U radu
¢emo, kroz bioeticku analizu djelovanja Zaklade Billa i Melinde Gates i drugih
zaklada na podrucju obrazovnih politika u SAD-u, ukazati na poguban utjecaj
tih politika na buduénost javnog obrazovnog sustava, ne samo u SAD-u ve¢ i
Sire, jer se sli¢ne ideje polako uvlace i u hrvatski odgojno-obrazovni sustav.

PHILANTHROCAPITALISM —
EDUCATION TAILORED TO BILL GATES

The neoliberal mantra of the state as a poor governor in managing public
systems such as healthcare and education, and a systematic reduction of their
funding leads to the fact that large charities replace state institutions as pro-
viders of social services. Due to its size, financial power, and political influ-
ence, philanthrocapitalists such as Bill Gates successfully impose their vision
of global problem-solving, focusing on the consequences rather than remov-
ing the causes. This is particularly noticeable in creating US education policy.
A vision of education for the market is systematically imposed and, at the
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same time, privatisation of the education system by introducing vouchers and
charter schools is gradually implemented. Social sciences and the humanities
gradually disappear from the educational curricula, since they represent an
obstacle in the education of future generations of obedient workers and mind-
less consumers. Therefore, to understand this problem, we need to include the
philanthropic activity of philanthrocapitalists, such as Bill Gates, in bioethical
focus. In this paper, through a bioethical analysis of the activities of the Bill
and Melinda Gates Foundation and other foundations in the area of education
policy in the United States we will point to the deleterious effects of these poli-
cies on the future of the public education system, not only in the United States
but also elsewhere, since similar ideas are slowly getting into the Croatian
education system.

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CJELOZIVOTNA BRIGA O SEBI

U Platonovom Alkibijadu nalazimo prve naznake vaznosti izraza »briga
o sebi«, no tek nam Michel Foucault objasnjava Sto bi ta briga o sebi podra-
zumijevala u suvremenoj etici, gdje nuzno stoji u odnosu prema Drugom. U
okviru performativne metode filozofskog savjetovanja briga o sebi je cjelozi-
votni proces razli¢itih praksi koje nam pomazu u ucenju o subjektu i kao takva
postaje dijelom biosofije ili umije¢a vodenja mudrog zivota.

Za Foucaulta subjekt koji prolazi kroz prakse upoznavanja sebe jest ujed-
no i eticki subjekt, a onaj koji vodi brigu o sebi na taj nacin dolazi i do upozna-
vanja sebe. Uce¢i o sebi, subjekt se razvija i napreduje u zivotu. Platon tvrdi
da se to moze jedino u posebnom odnosu prema Drugom koji nas propituje i
testira. Kroz filozofski dijalog subjekt sebe obrazuje i upoznaje — a za taj odnos
nikada nije kasno te on traje cijeloga zivota, tvrdi Foucault. Suvremene prakse
filozofskog savjetovanja mogu nam pruziti alate koji ¢e nam pokazati upravo
na koji nacin bioetika i biosofija doprinose cjelozivotnom ucenju i obrazova-
nju pojedinca.

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LIFELONG CARE OF THE SELF

In Plato’s Alcibiades we can find first implications on the importance of
the notion of “care of the self”, but it is in Michel Foucault that we find an
explanation of what that term means for contemporary ethics, where it stands
in relation to the Other. Within the performance method of philosophical coun-
selling, the care of the Self is a lifelong process of different practices which
help us learn about the subject, thus becomming a part of biosophy, or the art
of leading a wise life.

For Foucault, the subject which engages in these practices of knowing
the self is at the same time the ethical subject, since by taking care of the
self, one also knows the self. By learning about the self, the subject develops
and progresses in life. Plato claims that this is only possible in a relationship
toward the Other who questions and examines us. Through philosophical dia-
logue the subject knows the self and educates the self — and it is never too late
to engage in this practice, and it lasts for a lifetime, says Foucault. Contempo-
rary practices in philosophical counselling offer us the tools which will show
in what ways bioethics and biosophy could contribute to a lifelong learning
and education of the individual.

U OBRAZOVANJU ODGOIJITELJA/ICA

Ovo izlaganje ima dvije dimenzije, prvu, filozofijsko propitivanje uloge
(nastave) filozofije u okviru odgojiteljskih studija, i drugu, prikazivanje dijela
rezultata istrazivanja provedenih u tri manja projekta (sveucilisne potpore) u
kojima su istrazivani problemi ocrtani u prvoj spomenutoj dimenziji. Vezano
uz prvu dimenziju, temeljno odredenje od kojeg kre¢emo je to da nije primarno
rije¢ o nastavi filozofije u klasi¢cnom obliku kako se ona pojavljuje u »ne-fi-
lozofskim« studijskim smjerovima, nego je radije rije¢ u ulozi same filozofije
u »izgradnji« slobodnih, kritickih i propulzivnih pojedinaca/ki u okrilju, za
drustvo iznimno znacajne, profesije — odgojiteljstva. Nema dvojbe da upra-
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vo filozofija, sukladno svojem emancipatorskom i refleksivnom potencijalu,
moze u znacajnoj mjeri pridonijeti »oblikovanju« kompetentnih odgojitelja i
odgojiteljica. Vezano uz drugu spomenutu dimenziju, u ovom izlaganju usre-
dotocit ¢emo se na prikaz rezultata istrazivanja triju problemskih podrucja:
dijaloga, odnosa prema zivotu, konkretno bioetickim temama, i problematici
odnosa izmedu spolova. Smatramo da su sva tri podrucja od iznimne vaznosti
kako za izgradnju novih konstrukcija znanja, posebno kao doprinos izgradnji
profesije odgojiteljstva, tako i za ozivljavanje zaboravljenog »razloga« posto-
janja svakog obrazovnog sustava, a to je obrazovanje ¢ovjeka u cjelini, a ne
samo ispunjavanje neke drustvene svrhe.

ON THE ROLE OF (TEACHING) PHILOSOPHY
IN THE EDUCATION OF PRESCHOOL EDUCATORS

This presentation has two dimensions, the first, philosophical questioning
of the role of (teaching) philosophy within preschool educational programs,
and the second, showing some of the results of a research conducted in three
smaller projects (university grants) which investigated the problems outlined in
the first mentioned dimension. Concerning the first dimension, the fundamen-
tal definition from which we start is the following: it is not primarily about the
teaching of philosophy in classical form as it appears in “non-philosophical”
study programs, but rather it is a deliberation on the role of philosophy itself
in “developing” free, critical and propulsive individuals, within a profession
of utmost importance for society — preschool education. There is no doubt that
philosophy in accordance with its emancipatory and reflective potential can
significantly contribute to the “formation” of competent educators. Concern-
ing the second dimension, in this presentation we will focus on the results of
the research of three problem areas: dialogue, relationship to life, specifically
bioethical topics, and issues of gender relations. We believe that all three areas
are of utmost importance, both for developing new constructions of knowl-
edge, and as a contribution to building the profession of preschool education.
Beyond that, these topics are important for a revival of the forgotten “reason”
of the existence of each educational system, namely education of human as a
whole and not just the fulfillment of some social purpose.

Ekoloski odgoj dobiva sve viSe na znac¢enju ne samo zbog troSenja prirod-
nih izvora nego i zbog zagadivanja okoline. Cilj ekoloskog odgoja nije samo
znanje, odnosno niz ¢injenica koje dijete treba nauciti o okolisu, nego i izgrad-
nja ispravnih stavova i pozitivnog odnosa prema okoliSu. Za razvoj ekoloske
svijesti vazno je baviti se i knjizevnoscu. Povezivanje knjizevne umjetnosti
i ekoloskog odgoja i naobrazbe moguce je ostvariti na tri razine: na najni-
70j, nesto visoj i najvisoj razini.

Cilj je ovog
rada opisati slikovnice ekoloske tematike te analizirati funkcije pojedine sli-
kovnice. Odabrano je devet slikovnica, a to su: Suncica upoznaje ¢incilu, Brdo
na kraju grada, Priroda prica..., Nauci postivati prirodu uz kravicu Saricu,
Zatvori vodu!, Zraka trebam, hitno!, Pismo iz Zelengrada, Drvo ima srce te
Modra uvala.

PICTURE BOOKS AND ILLUSTRATED BOOKS FOR
YOUNGER SCHOOL-AGE CHILDREN AIMED AT
ECOLOGICAL EDUCATION

Environmental education is becoming more and more significant not only
because of the consumption of natural resources but also because of environ-
mental pollution. The objective of ecological education is not just knowledge,
or a series of facts that a child needs to learn about the environment, but also
the building of the right attitudes and a positive relationship toward the envi-
ronment. It is important to deal with the development of ecological conscious-
ness also with literature. The association between literary art and ecological
education and training can be achieved at three levels: at the lowest, slightly
higher, and the highest level. At the lowest level, there are picture books and
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illustrated children’s books that deal with ecological topics more from a cog-
nitive and less or not at all from a poetic point of view. That is why they are
called the cognitive type of picture books or illustrated books for children. The
aim of this paper is to describe picture books with ecological themes and to
analyse the functions of individual picture books. Nine picture books were se-
lected: Suncica upoznaje c¢incilu, Brdo na kraju grada, Priroda prica..., Nauci
postivati prirodu uz kravicu Saricu, Zatvori vodu!, Zraka trebam, hitno!, Pis-
mo iz Zelengrada, Drvo ima srce, and Modra uvala.

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BIOETIKA U NASTAVI U FIZIOTERAPIJI I SESTRINSTVU

Zanimanje za eti¢ke i bioeti¢ke teme u druStvu uvijek je prisutno. Medu-
tim, postavlja se pitanje na koji se nacin javnosti prezentiraju etic¢ki i bioeticki
problemi Sirokoga spektra, pocevsi od pitanja vezanih uz zdravlje, medicinu,
tehniku i tehnologiju, genetiku, pa do pitanja vezanih uz ekonomiju i politiku.
Ukoliko se u razli¢itim poljima drustvenog zivota bude o eti¢ko-bioeti¢kim
temama govorilo bez sustavne metodoloske pripreme, lako se moze upasti u
zamku govora o etikama i bioetikama koje ¢e biti prezentirane na nacin kako to
nekom u odredenom trenutku bude odgovaralo. Kad govorimo o obrazovnim
ustanovama koje se svrstavaju u kategoriju visoka skola ili veleuciliste, a koje
u sebi nose i studijske programe vezane uz medicinu i zdravlje, svakako bi bilo
dobro napraviti analizu eticko-bioeticke ponude na navedenim institucijama.
U novije vrijeme poseban interes maturanti iskazuju za studijske programe ve-
zane uz fizioterapiju i sestrinstvo kao struéne studije. Bioetika je u okviru na-
vedenih studijskih programa obavezan predmet. Medutim, bioetiku kao pred-
met na navedenim ucilistima predaju razli¢iti profili predavaca, pocevsi od
medicinske struke, preko filozofa, teologa i sociologa, do pravnika. Naravno
da je navedeno moguce, jer se znanstvenik moze baviti razli¢itim znanstvenim
izazovima, ali svakako bi bilo vazno barem ujednaciti silabe te planove i pro-
grame izvodenja predmeta bioetika u okviru studijskih programa fizioterapije
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1 sestrinstva. Vazno je napomenuti da se u okviru fizioterapije, osim predmeta
iz polja biomedicine, veliki dio nastave bazira na polju kineziologije te bi se u
plan i program bioetike trebalo uvrstiti i navedeno polje.

BIOETHICS IN PHYSIOTHERAPY AND NURSING SCHOOLS’
PROGRAMS

The interest in ethical and bioethical topics in society is always present.
However, the question arises as to how ethical and bioethical problems of broad
spectrum are presented to the public, starting from the issues related to health,
medicine, technology, genetics, to the issues about economy and politics. If
ethical-bioethical issues will be adressed in different fields of social life with-
out a systematic methodological preparation, we could easily be trapped in eth-
ics and bioethics speeches which would be presented in a way that would suit
somebody at a certain point. When talking about educational institutions such
as college and polytechnic with medical and health-related study programs,
it would certainly be useful to make an analysis about the ethical-bioethical
topics and subjects they are offering to students. Recently, there is a high inter-
est of graduates to enroll in professional study programs like Physiotherapy
and Nursing. Bioethics is an obligatory subject within the framework of those
study programs. However, lecturers of different profiles are chair professors of
Bioethics at the aforementioned institutions, starting from physicians, through
philosophers, theologians, and sociologists, to lawyers. Of course, that is pos-
sible, because a scientist can deal with various scientific challenges through
his career, but it would certainly be important to at least equate syllabi, as well
as plans and programs of Bioethics in Physiotherapy and Nursing study pro-
grams. It is important to note that in Physiotherapy programs, besides subjects
from the field of biomedicine, a significant part of the program is based on the
science of movement and especially therapeutic exercises, which point out the
need to include the field of kinesiology into the Bioethics plan and program.

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BIOETIKA U SREDNJOSKOLSKOJ NASTAVI

Svjedoci smo pokus$aja provodenja kurikularne reforme u Hrvatskoj, kao
i prijedloga »Skole za Zivot«. Nakana ovoga izlaganja nije analizirati kuri-
kularnu reformu, ali je vazno spomenuti da je kurikularna reforma u okviru
opce obrazovne grupe predmeta zadrzala predmete Etika i Vjeronauk. Naza-
lost, neki predmeti poput Povijesti, Biologije ili Kemije dugoro¢no bi mogli
izgubiti satnicu. Razlog zasto se ovo spominje je jednostavan. Moglo bi se
dogoditi, $to nikako ne bi bilo dobro, da unutar nastavni¢kog korpusa dode do
obezvrjedivanja pojedinih predmeta i netrepeljivosti medu kolegama. Kad po-
gledamo izjave pojedinih politicara o pojedinim predmetima (o njihovoj vaz-
nosti ili nevaznosti) o statusu profesora i sl., vidimo koliko je u Hrvatskoj po-
trebno uvijek iznova naglasavati da cjelovitog, zaokruzenog, zrelog pojedinca
ne ¢ini briljantnost u takozvanom STEM-podrucju, niti izvrsnost u prirodnim
znanostima i sl., nego taj isti pojedinac mora teziti izvrsnosti i zaokruZenosti i
u kulturnom, moralnom i bilo kojem drugom smislu koji ¢ini neki od kotaci¢a
u zaokruzenosti osobe. Bilo koji kurikularni proces, »$kola za Zivot« ili nesto
sli¢no, koji bi iskljucivali neki od segmenata u procesu odgoja i obrazovanja u
smislu cjelovitosti ljudske osobe, dugorocno bi mogli samo $tetiti drustvu na
svim razinama.

BIOETHICS IN SECONDARY SCHOOL TEACHING

In Croatia, the attempt of curricular reform implementation is in full
swing, as well as the so-called “school for life”. The aim of this paper is not to
analyse the curricular reform, even though it is important to state that religious
lessons and ethics are still part of the general educational group of subjects.
Unfortunately, in the long run, some subjects, such as history, biology, and
chemistry, could be faced with lesser hours in the time-table, or even with a
complete loss from the time-table. The reason to mention these facts is quite
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simple. If a school subject is lost from the time-table, it could lead to deprecia-
tion of this subject, as well as of the teachers who teach it. It is obvious that
such a situation could easily pave the way to antipathy among teachers, which
is harmful not only for the teachers themselves, but also for the atmosphere in
school, in the end having its repercussions for students. When we take into ac-
count the statements of various politicians on the importance or unimportance
of certain school subjects, or on the teachers’ status, we have to stress time and
again that the integrity of a person cannot be achieved by their brilliance in
the so-called STEM subjects, or only academic and scientific aspects, but by
striving for excellence in cultural and moral aspects, as well. Any curriculum
lacking these postulates will, in the long run, do more harm than good to our
society in Croatia.

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ETICKA PITANJA U JAVNOZDRAVSTVENIM
ISTRAZIVANJIMA

Javno zdravstvo prvenstveno se bavi zdravljem cijele populacije. Njegove
temeljne odrednice su fokusirane na promicanje zdravlja te sprecavanje bolesti
i invaliditeta, prikupljanje i koristenje epidemioloskih podataka, nadzor popu-
lacije 1 druge oblike empirijske kvantitativne procjene, kao i prepoznavanje
viSedimenzionalne prirode odrednica zdravlja. Ono je usredoto¢eno na slozene
interakcije mnogih ¢imbenika — bioloskih, bihevioralnih, drustvenih i ekolos-
kih — u razvoju ucinkovitih intervencija.

Etika javnog zdravstva moze se definirati kao identifikacija, analiza i rje-
Savanje etickih problema koji proizlaze iz javne zdravstvene prakse i istrazi-
vanja. Eticke zabrinutosti u javnom zdravstvu ¢esto se odnose na dvostruke
duznosti stru¢njaka iz podrucja javnog zdravstva za stjecanje 1 primjenu znan-
stvenih znanja usmjerenih na obnovu i zastitu zdravlja javnosti uz postiva-
nje individualne autonomije. Etika u javnom zdravstvu ukljucuje interakciju
zastite socijalnih prava pojedinca, kao i u medicini, te cilja javnog zdravstva
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— zastite javnog dobra. Druge eticke zabrinutosti u javnom zdravstvu odnose se
na potrebu osiguranja pravedne raspodjele sredstava javnog zdravstva.

ETHICAL ISSUES IN PUBLIC HEALTH RESEARCH

Public health is primarily concerned with the health of the entire popula-
tion. Its features include an emphasis on the promotion of health and the pre-
vention of disease and disability; the collection and use of epidemiological data,
population surveillance, and other forms of empirical quantitative assessment;
a recognition of the multidimensional nature of the determinants of health; and
a focus on the complex interactions of many factors — biological, behavioural,
social, and environmental — in developing effective interventions.

Public health ethics can be defined as the identification, analysis, and
resolution of ethical problems arising in public health practice and research.
Ethical concerns in public health often relate to the dual obligations of public
health professionals to acquire and apply scientific knowledge aimed at re-
storing and protecting the public health while respecting individual autonomy.
Ethics in public health involves an interplay between protecting the welfare of
the individual, as in medicine, and the public health goal of protecting the pub-
lic welfare. Other ethical concerns in public health relate to the need to ensure
a just distribution of public health resources.

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BIOETIKA IZMEDU TEORIJE I PRAKSE:

Bioetika kao novija znanstvena disciplina interdisciplinarno odgovara
na pitanja o Zivotu suvremenog ¢ovjeka, a odgojem i obrazovanjem izri¢emo
kakvo drustvo i kakvog ¢ovjeka Zelimo. Vrijednosti na kojima se temelji od-
gojno-obrazovni sustav u Republici Hrvatskoj sagledava se kao nova mogué-
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nost razvoja hrvatskoga nacionalnog, kulturnog i duhovnog identiteta unutar
slozenih globalizacijskih procesa. U eri globalizacije, informacijskog i tehno-
loskog napretka jedan od najtezih poslova modernog doba jest odgoj djece u
promijenjenim okolnostima, $to se posljedi¢no reflektira na stil odgoja i uvjete
u kojima se odvijaju odgoj i obrazovanje.

Biti odgojiteljem/uciteljem je zvanje/profesija
sa specificnim profesionalnim standardima i etickim pravilima uciteljske pro-
fesije, nadahnuta vrijednostima drustvene ukljucenosti i potrebama njegovanja
potencijala svakog djeteta/ucenika. Rad se bavi komparativnom analizom stu-
dijskog programa i ishoda uc¢enja u Sveucilisnom studijskom programu ranog i
predskolskog odgoja i obrazovanja i Studijskom i u Integriranom preddiplom-
skom i diplomskom studijskom programu za ucitelja na Fakultetu za odgojne i
obrazovne znanosti u Osijeku, koji su usmjereni na podrucje (bio)etike, odgoja
te etike uciteljskog poziva. Studente, buduée odgojitelje/uditelje, potrebno je
tijekom studija senzibilizirati za osjetljivost u buducoj profesiji u etickom od-
lu¢ivanju i rjeSavanju problema koji utjeCu na oblikovanje karaktera jer etika
i bioetika trebaju ispunjavati vazne drustvene i individualne aspekte odgoja i
obrazovanja.

BIOETHICS BETWEEN THEORY AND PRACTICE:
COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF STUDY PROGRAMS

Bioethics as a newer scientific discipline answers the questions about the
life of a modern man, and with education we express what kind of society
and what kind of individual we want. Values, on which the educational sys-
tem in the Republic of Croatia is based, are seen as new opportunities for
the development of Croatian national, cultural and religious identity within
complex globalisation processes. In the era of globalisation, informational and
technological progress, one of the most difficult tasks of the modern age is
to raise children in changed circumstances which are consequently reflected
on the style of education and the conditions in which education takes place.
Educational goals are directed to educational practice and pedagogical activ-
ity in it, and it is precisely preschool/class teachers that have a responsibility
and complex tasks in education. The importance of the initial education of the
preschool/class teacher is unquestionable today. To be an educator is a voca-
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tion/profession with specific professional standards and ethical rules of the
teaching profession inspired by the values of social inclusion and the needs of
the child/pupil. The paper deals with a comparative analysis of study programs
and learning outcomes in Early Childhood and Pre-school Education as well
as Class Teacher Study Programs at Teacher Faculties/Faculties of Education
in the Republic of Croatia focused on the (bio)ethics, education and ethics of
the teacher’s calling. Students, future preschool/class teachers, need to be sen-
sitised during their studies about ethical decision-making as well as problem-
solving that influence character building, because ethics and bioethics need to
fulfill important social and individual aspects of education.

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BIOETICKE PERSPEKTIVE U PRAVU

ali i jos uvijek prilicno nepoznata podrucja. U hrvatskim pravnim znanstvenim
krugovima navedena se podrucja proucavaju pa je tako potrebno, prije svega,
formalno i materijalno determinirati navedena podrucja te razraditi na kojoj
se razini trenutno proucavaju te koje su perspektive znanstvenog proucavanja
istih grana u buducnosti. Nadalje, na hrvatskim pravnim fakultetima izvodi se
i nastava iz navedenih pravnih podruéja, §to predstavlja spoj bioetike i prava u
hrvatskom visokom obrazovanju. Razvoj ovih pravnih grana, u znanstvenom
i obrazovnom smislu, samo je neophodan i izvrstan pocetak u budu¢em zanim-
ljivom i izazovnom ispreplitanju bioetike i prava.

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BIOETHICAL PERSPECTIVES IN LAW

The relationship between law and ethics has always been one of the major,
challenging, but also controversial issues of legal theory and philosophy in gen-
eral. Integrative bioethics, as a multidisciplinary, interdisciplinary and multi-
perspective area, nowadays cannot be considered outside the legal framework
and context. In this way, new legal branches have begun to develop, branches
that are studying a certain part of human and natural bioethics: medical law,
sport law, environmental law and animal law. These legal branches are quite
new, challenging, but still quite unfamiliar areas. In Croatian legal scientific
circles, these areas are studied, so it is primarily necessary to formally and
materially determine these areas, to elaborate at what level they are currently
studied and which are the perspectives of scientific study of the same branches
in the future. Furthermore, Croatian faculties of law are also teaching these le-
gal fields, which is a link between bioethics and law in Croatian higher educa-
tion. The development of these legal branches, in the scientific and educational
sense, is just an indispensable and excellent start in the future interesting and
challenging intertwining of bioethics and law.

Can the society allow businesses to hide information that their computers were
attacked? Do I have the right to know your intimate emotional state? These
are just some of the upcoming or already present ethical issues in the virtual
worlds. The lecture will try, by presenting few emerging technologies, prod-
ucts and capabilities, to identify the ethical challenges they bring. It will also
try to explain, in an accessible way, why these challenges cannot be solved by
social techniques from the pre-Internet world.

EKOLOSKOG ODGOJA DJECE PREDSKOLSKE DOBI

U danasnje vrijeme cesto se naglasava vaznost ekoloskog i gradanskog
odgoja, iako sadasnji Nacionalni kurikulum za rani i predskolski odgoj i obra-
zovanje nigdje ne spominje ekoloski odgoj i obrazovanje. Unato¢ tome S$to se
ekoloski odgoj i obrazovanje ne spominju u temeljnom dokumentu, razli¢ite
aktivnosti u tom smjeru ¢esto se provode u nasim dje¢jim vrti¢ima. Primjer
toga je i igrokaz »Ekoloska prica« autorice Sanje Seferovi¢-Bosak iz zbirke
igrokaza Mastarije — igrokazi za djecu od 3—13 godina. Ovaj rad opisuje pri-
premu i izvedbu tog igrokaza 2017. godine u Djecjem vrticu Radost u Nov-
skoj, kao primjer dobre prakse.

Teoretski dio rada razmatra temeljne postavke ekoloskog odgoja u ranoj
1 predskolskoj dobi, s posebnim osvrtom na trenutacnu praksu u hrvatskim
vrti¢ima. U empirijskom dijelu rada opisane su etape pripreme i izvedbe igro-
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kaza »Ekoloska pri¢a« s posebnim osvrtom na uskladenost ovog projekta sa
zahtjevima Nacionalnog kurikuluma u smislu razvoja kljucnih kompetencija
za cjelozivotno ucenje. Rad sadrzi i analizu metodickih postupaka s narocitim
osvrtom na pripremu glazbenih brojeva u igrokazu.

CHILDREN’S PLAY “THE ECOLOGICAL STORY”
IN FUNCTION OF ECOLOGICAL EDUCATION
OF PRESCHOOL CHILDREN

Today, the importance of ecological and civic education is often stressed,
although the current National Curriculum for Early and Pre-school Education
does not even mention ecological education. Although ecological education
is not mentioned in this baseline document, various activities in this direction
are often carried out in our kindergartens. An example of this is the play “The
Ecological Story” by the author Sanja Seferovi¢-Bosak from her collection of
plays Mastarija — Plays for Children of 3—13 Years. This paper describes the
preparation and performance of this play in 2017 in the kindergarten Radost in
Novska, as an example of good practice.

The theoretical part of the paper considers the basic settings of ecologi-
cal education in early and pre-school age, with special reference to current
practice in Croatian kindergartens. The empirical part of the paper describes
the stages of preparation and performance of the play “The Ecological Story”,
with special reference to the compliance of this project with the requirements of
the National Curriculum in terms of developing key competences for lifelong
learning. The paper also contains an analysis of methodological procedures
with particular reference to the preparation of musical numbers in the play.

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»GRLJENJE STABALA« —
EKOLOSKI FANATIZAM, POMODARSKO PRENEMAGANJE
ILI PONOVNO OTKRIVENA DREVNA MUDROST

Sume danas prekrivaju tre¢inu kopnenog podrugja Hrvatske i u svom sklo-
pu okupljaju oko 260 zavicajnih vrsta drvenastih biljaka u ukupnosti od procije-
njeno 2.347.630.080 stabala ili 554 stabla po glavi stanovnika. Vaznost stabala
proizlazi iz ¢injenice da disanjem stabla troSe uglji¢ni dioksid i smanjuju ne-
gativan ¢ovjecji ugljicni otisak, a time i pro¢is¢uju zrak upijajuci Stetne tvari,
smanjuju buku, isparavanjem vlage smanjuju vanjsku temperaturu, korijenjem
Stite tlo od erozije i gubitka plodnog tla. U posljednjih 2.000 godina covjek
je unistio gotovo polovinu ukupne biomase na Zemlji, od ¢ega se deset posto
odnosi na posljednjih stotinu godina. Od 2000. do 2012. svijet je siromasniji za
230 milijuna hektara Suma, tj. svake minute, svakoga dana tijekom 12 godina
izgubljeno je Sumskih povrsina veli¢ine 50 nogometnih igraliSta, prosje¢no
10.000.000.000 stabala godiSnje. Pri tome gubitak svakog stabla predstavlja i
smrt zivog bica koje prema Wohllebenu ima osjeéaje, emocije i sjecanja, koje
suosjeca, tj. brine za svoje potomstvo, te s ljubavlju i paznjom brine za starija i
nemocna stabla. Za covjeka je ve¢ i sam boravak u Sumskoj zajednici izuzetno
koristan, poglavito za mentalno zdravlje, jer poboljSava koncentraciju, sma-
njuje depresiju i smiruje.

Sumske kupke ili shinrin-yoku nisu samo pomodni trend u Japanu, gdje
ljudi vzivaju u lezernim Setnjama Sumom, pri ¢emu kroz Setnju, rekreaciju ili
odmor osim psihickog i duhovnog opustanja, uzivaju i u udisanju hlapivih ete-
ricnih ulja stabala. Istrazivanja podupiru tvrdnje o prednostima shinrin-yoku
i pokazala su da izlozenost prirodi stvara smirujuci neuro-psiholoski ucinak,
a izmedu ostalog se smanjuje rizik od pretilosti, dijabetesa tipa 2, kardiova-
skularnih bolesti i metabolickog sindroma itd. Dodirivanjem stabala ¢ovjek
ponovno ostvaruje iskonsku povezanost s prirodom, opisanu u mnogim ani-
mistickim religijama, ali i taoizmu koji stabla vidi kao duhovno napredne bilj-
ke u konstantnoj meditaciji, sa svojstvenom suptilnom energijom. Potpunim
nesputanim grljenjem stabala (free hugging), djeca postaju sretnija, mirnija,
koncentriranija, zaineresiranija za svijet oko sebe, puna pozitivnih misli i doj-
mova, te stjecu znanja o raznolikosti u prirodi. Stariji se ljudi bolje oporavljaju
od bolesti, zadrzavaju vitalnost i dobro raspolozenje, a radno aktivni pojedinci
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u prirodi mogu naci prostor i vrijeme za predah i razmisljanje o stvarnim po-
trebama 1 prioritetima. Borci za spas Planeta grljenjem stabala nerijetko poku-
Savaju vlastitim tijelima sprijeciti ekocid koji se provodi u ime neoliberalnog
napretka, rasta i razvoja.

»QGrljenje stabala« stoga postaje ljekovitim ¢inom koji iscjeljuje tijelo
i dusu, odgaja, ali i spasava Planet. Ukljuéivanjem grljenja stabala u odgoj
predskolske i Skolske djece stvaramo snaznu podlogu za razvoj ekoloske svijes-
ti i poticemo razvoj sretnijih 1 osvjestenijih pojedinaca koji mogu biti promjena
koju zelimo vidjeti u svijetu — prije nego bude prekasno.

“TREE HUGGING” — ECOLOGICAL FANATICISM,
AFFECTATION OR RE-DISCOVERED ANCIENT WISDOM

Today, forests cover a third of the land area of Croatia and gather around
260 native species of woody plants in total of the estimated 2,347,630,080
trees or 554 trees per capita. The importance of trees stems from the fact that
a tree’s breathing consumes carbon dioxide and reduces the negative human
carbon footprint, thereby purifying the air by absorbing harmful substances,
reducing noise, reducing the outside temperature by evaporating moisture, pro-
tecting soil from erosion and the loss of fertile soil by roots. In the last 2,000
years, man has destroyed almost half of the total biomass on Earth, of which
ten percent has been in the last hundred years. From 2000 to 2012, the world
is poorer for 230 million hectares of forests, i.e. every minute, every day for
12 years, forest areas in the size of 50 football fields were lost, on average
10,000,000,000 trees per year. The loss of each tree is also the death of a living
creature, which, according to Wohlleben, has feelings, emotions and memo-
ries, which is compassionate, i.e. cares for its offspring, and loves and cares
for the elderly and helpless trees. For man, even a stay in a forest community
is extremely useful especially for mental health because it improves concentra-
tion, reduces depression and calms.

Forest baths or shinrin-yoku are not only a fashionable trend in Japan,
where people enjoy casual forest walks, where they, through walking, recrea-
tion or rest, enjoy mental and spiritual relaxation, as well as the inhalation of
volatile essential oils of trees. Research supports the claims of shinrin-yoku’s
benefits and has shown that exposure to nature creates a soothing neuropsy-
chological effect; among other things it reduces the risk of obesity, type 2
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diabetes, cardiovascular disease and metabolic syndrome, etc. By touching
trees, man re-realises the primordial connection with nature described in many
animistic religions, but also Taoism which sees trees as spiritually advanced
plants in constant meditation, with inherent subtle energy. With fully engaged
hugging of trees, children become happier, more peaceful, more concentrated,
more attracted to the world around them, full of positive thoughts and impres-
sions, gaining knowledge of diversity in nature. Elderly people recover from
illness, maintain their vitality and good mood, while working adults can find
space and time to relax and reflect on their real needs and priorities in nature.
By hugging trees, fighters for planetary salvation often try to prevent ecocide
carried out in the name of neo-liberal progress, growth and development using
their own bodies.

“Tree hugging” therefore becomes a healing act that heals the body and
the soul; it also promotes and rescues the Planet. By incorporating tree hugging
in preschool and school children education, we create a powerful platform for
the development of ecological awareness and encourage the development of
happier and respected individuals who may be the change we want to see in the
world — before it is too late.

CARE AND EMPATHY IN EDUCATION

PHILOSOPHICAL AND EDUCATIONAL ASPECTS
OF COMPASSION

The first part of the paper briefly presents some of the most influential
philosophical theories of compassion. Such overview reveals difficulties in
terminological demarcations of the terms sympathy, empathy, and compas-
sion. On the other hand, it seems that a broad consensus between different
theories exists regarding the following: this emotional aspect of human nature
is somehow connected to the process of creating social bonds and the forma-
tion of morality, and hence represents an important, if not crucial part of every
educational endeavor. On these grounds, further consideration is given to the
sustainability of the call for “education for compassion” and the development
of “culture of empathy”. In the final part of the paper, the concept of bioethical
sensibility is examined, with special emphasis on its potential in contemporary
education and training.
